Fr. Matt’s Corner:  . . . There you will see Him, as He 

told you . . . 

 Have you heard the news?!  HE IS RISEN!  (No 

fooling!)  This is the day we have been waiting for.  For forty 

days – for all of our life – for thousands of millions of lives – 

This is the day the Lord has made; let us rejoice and be glad!  

This is the day that has changed – that changes – that will 

change everything; if we (like those first disciples) truly see 

and believe. 

 In those first disciples – our brothers and our fathers – 

we saw and believed. 

 We see the wounds in Jesus’ resurrected body; and we 

believe. 

 We see and worship and receive that same Body of 

Christ in the sacrament that He gave us; and we believe. 

 We see that same face of Christ in our neighbor; and 

we believe. 

 We believe that Jesus Christ truly suffered and died 

with us and for us, that Jesus Christ truly rose from the dead, 

and that Jesus Christ will come again; that Jesus Christ is the 

Way, the Truth, and the Life.  So we commit ourselves to live 

a life of discipleship – in Love and in Truth. 

 May this Easter truly be a blessed day (a day that lasts 

for 7 x 7 days) for you and your loved ones.  The fact of Jesus’ 

rising from the dead makes all the difference for us who follow 

Him. 

 Now, we have no need to fear anything or anyone.  As 

He Himself put it, yes “in the world you will have troubles.  

But take courage, for I have conquered the world.”  There is no 

sin that He cannot forgive; there is no wound that He cannot 

heal; there is no grave that He cannot open.  This is the 

wellspring of our hope – a hope that does not disappoint.  And 

so, let us be ambassadors of this new hope. 

 As part of this new life that Jesus has won for us, we 

are happy to welcome new members into God’s Church this 

Easter Season.  If you or your family are here with us this most 

Holy Day, and you do not have a parish family to call your 

own . . . please consider becoming a member of our parish, and 

joining us here at Mass each weekend.  Know that you and 

your friends and family are always most welcome here.  The 

Good News is simply too good to keep to ourselves, and it is 

certainly too powerful to be contained in one or two days of 

the year.  I thank God for all that you are, and I thank you for 

your being such a beautiful member of the Body of Christ here 

at St. Anthony and St. Margaret parishes. 

Peace to all of you this holy day and to all who love the 

Lord in simplicity of heart,   Fr. Matt 

Ask Father: This week’s question:  

“Why did Jesus rise from the dead?” 

  This week’s question was submitted by 

one of our young regular participants at Mass 

and religious education, and … what better 

question could there be to reflect upon as we 

begin the 50-day Easter Season.  So, as always, 

thanks for asking! 

 When I first read your question, it made 

me both smile and think – because I don’t 

think I’ve ever heard this particular question 

asked.  Most of the time, I hear questions like:  

Why did Jesus die?  And that’s certainly 

something we ought always to mediate upon, 

as we have in a special way during this past 

week.  But your question, while closely tied 

with this more common one, is also very good 

to reflect upon. 

 I’ll leave the “Why did Jesus die?” 

question for another time, but I will say that I 

don’t think we can really understand why He 

rose without first pondering deeply why He 

died.  The first and simplest response I can 

give to your question would be that He both 

died and rose from the dead in order to 

conquer death. 

 To see this more clearly, we have to put 

ourselves in the place of those who (a) do not 

yet know Jesus, or (b) lived and died before 

Jesus came.  For all of these people, death wins 

in the end.  We live; we die; period.  We all 

die, and death wins in the end.  That’s life 

without Jesus’ resurrection.  But not now – He 

has now broken the chains of death and has 

risen triumphant from the grave.  What good 

would life have been for us if Christ had not 

come as our redeemer?  What point would 

there have been to work and labor and play all 

our life if death takes it all away in the end? 

 But not now.  Jesus has played the 

original April Fools joke on death itself.  Just 

when it seemed like death had proven itself 

more powerful even than God, Jesus rose from 

the dead.  Death doesn’t win.  Jesus has 

defeated death once for all.  That’s really good 

news for you and me, and it’s the kind of news 

we need to share with one another over and 

over and over again.  So, thanks for inviting 

me to share it with you again here!  Have a 

blessed Easter!
