Fr. Matt’s Corner: You are witnesses of these
things

Happy Easter once again to all my favorite
people! By now, as you are reading this (unless
you happen to be catching a sneak-peak before
Mass), Jesus has stood before you once again
saying those 4 beautiful words: Peace be with
you

We don’t normally see people come back
from the dead — not unless it’s some kind of ghost
right? Too often, we tend to spiritualize our faith
— by which I mean that we say things like “Oh yes,
I believe in God” without allowing God into our
flesh — our everyday life. By doing so, we make
Jesus into merely some kind of ghost

That’s why God gave us the Catholic
Church — so that He could say to us now as then,
AWhy are you

Ask Father: This week’s question: “Can you receive
Communion if vou haven’t been to Church for a while and
haven’t made any mortal sins?”

You bring up a very good question, and one that (sadly)
applies to many people, so — as always — thanks for asking! Let’s
get right to it.

First of all, Jesus (and His Church) always wants to
welcome you to Church and He wants you to be able to receive
His Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity in Holy Communion. In
fact, He’s dying to give himself to you. Well, in fact, He did die
in order to give Himself to you. “This is the chalice of my blood
which will be poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins.”

Your question, then, asks: “Am I ready to receive so
great a guest — so holy a gift?” In truth, none of us is worthy of
such a Gift, and we say as much at Mass: “Lord, I am not worthy
to receive You under my roof; but only say the word, and my
soul shall be healed.” The question is, am I currently in

That means that our flesh and bones really
matter. Jesus stands inour midst‘in the flesh’
every Sunday at Mass, and so it’s absolutely
critical that we not miss Him here. For Jared,
Ashley, Ben, Allison, and Cole; being confirmed
into the Catholic Faith means being strengthened
and given God’s power (that power by which
Jesus rose from the dead!) to be Missionary
Disciples. For me, as | begin to prepare to leave
and begin my mission in another parish setting,
it’s with the same faith that with every dying,
there is a rising to new life now that Jesus is risen.
For you, as you prepare to welcome a new pastor,
it’s with the hope and knowledge that Jesus is with
us always and that He brings new life and vigor
and joy through our sharing in His Easter.

We are witnesses of these thingssus
comes not as some ‘ghost, but in His crucified
and risen flesh. This means that our faith is not
ghosty, either. It must be shown ‘in the fleshi by
how we eat, work, and play. It changes how we
care for others and what we do with our money,
for our faith in Jesus — and nothing else in this
world — will bring us true joy and peace

Peace to all of you, my friends, this Holy
Day, and to all who love the Lord in simplicity of
heart, Fr. Matt

So, what does it mean to be in Communion with the
Catholic Church? It means to believe what the Church teaches
(what God has revealed through the Church), and to live my life
accordingly. In very simply, practical terms, that means to
believe in God the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, and to
give my assent to what the Church teaches about faith and
morals, and to live according to the 10 Commandments and the
Precepts of the Church.

If I ask myself (and please don’t stay in this state)
“What’s the absolute least I have to do in order to be in
Communion with the Catholic Church — you know, I mean, not
really living a full, joyful life in Christ, but just enough to be on
life support — just barely hanging on?” The answer would be: to
keep the 10 Commandments and follow the Precepts of the
Church. That is, to be living free of mortal sin.

Now, ’'m assuming you might know the 10
Commandments (one of which is to keep Holy the Sabbath — or
the Day of the Lord); but perhaps not everyone knows the
Precepts of the Church (there’s less than 10!). The first precept is
to attend Mass on every Sunday and Holy Day of Obligation.
Hmm ... So, if  haven’t been to Mass for a while, could I have
truly been living according to the 10 Commandments and
Precepts of the Church? Actually, no.

What does that mean? Very simply this: | should simply
(and it is s0-0-0 very simple and easy) go to confession, confess
that [ haven’t been going to Mass for a while (and any other sins I
have committed along the way), and after giving Jesus that
opportunity to embrace me, welcoming me back into His life
(that’s where we hear Him “say the word, and my soul shall be
healed.”) — Then joyfully and freely approach and receive Him in
Holy Communion! It really is that simple.

Thanks again for another great question, and may God
abundantly bless you this Easter Season and beyond!
