Fr. Matt’s Corner: . . . that they might have life and 

have it more abundantly. . . 

 Easter greetings to all of you, my dear friends in 

Christ, on this Good Shepherd Sunday.  As we celebrate 

Jesus the Good Shepherd, let’s take a few moments this 

week to get to know Him who bore our sins in His body 

upon the cross, so that, free from sin, we might live for 

righteousness. 

The whole point of our Catholic faith is to come to 

know and love this Jesus whom God has made both Lord 

and Christ but whom you crucified.  Peter’s 1st great 

sermon on Pentecost morning laid out the truth before the 

people in Jerusalem, and didn’t pull any punches.  Upon 

hearing this, they were cut to the heart, and they asked 

Peter and the other apostles, ñWhat are we to do, my 

brothers?ò 

That, my friends, is a question that each of us 

should ask:  What are we to do now that we know that 

Jesus has been raised from the dead – now that the Good 

News has been proclaimed to us?  What are we to do now 

that we have been given the gift of baptism in the name of 

Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins?  What are we 

to do now that we have received the gift of the Holy Spirit 

through the Sacrament of Confirmation?  What are we to 

do now that through the Sacrament of Reconciliation, by 

His wounds you have been healed?  What are we to do 

now that the Lord has spread the table before us and fed us 

with His own Precious Body and Blood?   

What are we to do, my brothers and sisters?  This 

weekend, as we have the special joy of celebrating the 1st 

Holy Communion of several of our children, let us also 

recall what a pure joy our own 1st Communion was.  But 

even more, may our sharing with them in this Blessed 

Sacrament remind us what a great privilege it is to receive 

Our Lord in Holy Communion each and every week!  May 

we open our hearts to allow Him to fill us with great 

gratitude and burning desire for more of Him!   

Through all of this, we are to come to know and 

love this Jesus.  That means, of course, doing the bare 

minimum.  Coming to Mass is what allows us to follow 

Him, because we recognize his voice – it is He who speaks 

to us and calls to us at Mass and in all the Sacraments.  

When you come to Mass; when you read the Scriptures; 

when you study the Church’s teachings; when you pray; 

when you do good works – let us do all of these things 

with One Person in mind – the person of Jesus Christ.  Let 

us do these things so that He may live in us and that we 

might live in Him; so that we might come to think and to 

feel with Him – with His Church (who is Our Mother).  

She says with Him, ñWhoever enters through Me will be 

saved, and will come in and go out and find pasture.  I 

came so that they might have life and have it more 

abundantly.ò 

Abundant life to each of you, and to our mothers from 

whom we received this precious gift; and peace to all of 

you this holy day and to all who love the Lord in simplicity 

of heart, Fr. Matt 

Ask Father: This week’s question: 

                           “Was Mary baptized?” 

  Ahh, what a fabulously fun question!  I have to 

admit that this is one that had never even occurred to me.  

That, of course, makes it an even better question, so, as 

always, thanks for asking! 

 Let me begin with an admission of invincible 

ignorance (that’s just a fancy way of saying that I cannot 

know the truth here).  We know that Sacred Scripture (the 

Bible) does not specifically mention whether Mary was 

baptized or not.  And, in doing some research on your 

question, I have not found anything in Sacred Tradition (the 

Christian Faith) that states either “Yes” or “No” to your 

question.  That means, of course, that it’s not something that 

we have to know or believe in order to be saved – which 

also means that we can have a fun argument about the 

matter. 

 So, on the one hand, we know that baptism is 

necessary for salvation.  Mary was certainly saved, so she 

must have been baptized.  On the other hand, Mary was 

saved at her conception (she is the Immaculate Conception); 

she was preserved from Original Sin and free of all personal 

sin from the first moment of her life, so she alone among all 

human beings didn’t really need to be baptized.   

On the other hand, Jesus also didn’t need to be 

baptized, but He chose to be baptized in order to teach us the 

necessity of baptism – and Mary was the first and most 

perfect disciple of Jesus, following Him all the way to the 

Cross, so she likely also followed Him in being baptized as 

an example for us (her children) to follow.  On the other 

hand, our baptism is the moment when we are born again as 

children of our Heavenly Father and our Mother the Church, 

but Mary is the prototype of the Church – she’s our 

Mother’s Mother, so to speak – so baptism for her would 

make her; her own child, and that seems a little weird. 

On the other hand, maybe Jesus baptized Mary from 

within – as He was in Mary’s womb, surrounded by the 

waters of birth (amniotic fluid).  His presence there certainly 

would have made those waters within Mary holy, and so 

maybe that was a type of baptism for her.  On the other 

hand, that’s certainly not any kind of baptism like what 

Jesus had given us in the Sacrament – baptizing with water 

in the Name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy 

Spirit. 

On the other hand, Mary was certainly in a special 

relationship with the Father (bearing His Son), and had 

received the fullness of the Holy Spirit at the Annunciation, 

so she had all the fullness of the graces of Baptism.  On the 

other hand, because she had all these graces in a perfectly 

singular way, baptism would have been rather pointless for 

her own sake. 

 Well, darned!  Just as we’re getting going here, I’ve 

run out of room on this little page.  As you can see, we 

haven’t gotten at a ‘Yes’ or ‘No’ answer yet – and we never 

will, unless we get to Heaven.  Speaking of which, I hope to 

see you there!  Thanks for another great question, and may 

God bless you (and your Mom) next Sunday and always!
