There are in-person or online/textbook options for all grade levels: 
 

PreK – 3rd grade will meet one Sunday a month after Mass for their class (about 10:00-
11:30am). The first class is September 8th WITH parents. We are using a different 
curriculum this year which involves one book for the whole family. Dawn will teach the 
once-a-month class.  
 
4th – 6th grade will meet on Wednesday evening starting with Mass (or class) at 5:30pm 
(attendance will be taken) and going until 7:30pm (pick-up in the narthex). Christine 
Stec will teach the first few classes and then Fr. Felix will teach the remainder of the 
year (with the help of Christine). 
 
7h – 12th grades will meet on Wednesday evening starting with Mass at 5:30pm 
(attendance will be taken) and dismissing a bit after 7:30pm (giving the younger 
students a chance to get picked up). Dawn is again teaching these grade levels- going 
through the subject of MORALITY.  
 
 
We will have sacramental preparation for First Reconciliation, First Communion, and 
Confirmation. I’ve included a calendar of these classes for the families who let me 
know they plan on preparing for one of these sacraments. If you did not receive a 
Sacramental Prep Calendar and would like to receive a Sacrament this school year, 
please let me know and I’ll email you the calendar. The first class is Sunday, 
September 15th after Mass for the parents and students. I’m planning to meet in the 
classroom upstairs on the 15th, but we will meet in the church if there are too many.
